Before we get into the resources listed in this document, we should get clear 

on the big picture. Fundamentally, Jesus is the one in whom all the riches of 

God’s grace and wisdom are given. Jesus was crucified for sin, rules over all 

things for the sake of the church, give us new life, the hope of eternal life, the 

Holy Spirit, and the forgiveness of sins and an answer to the devil’s 

accusations. In Him, we are Holy, and we are therefore called to be Holy, 

which means being actively engaged in a lifelong battle in the power of the 

Holy Spirit.  

 

In our frustration, we ask, “How am I supposed to grow! Nothing seems to 

work!” In our sinfulness, we can think that God is holding something back or 

that our sin is somehow his fault. The truth is Christian growth isn’t some 

mysterious and slippery thing. God has given us three gifts for the battle: 
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1. His Powerful Word to guide and transform our hearts. The bible is the 

sword of the Spirit; the way God speaks, rules, guides and saves us. Jesus 

said: “Man does not live on bread alone, but by every word that comes 

from the mouth of God” In the garden, humanity threw off the authority of 

God’s word, in the kingdom, the authority of God’s word is reinstated. 

Those who meditate on God’s word day and night grow like a tree planted 

by streams of living water; they grow and bear fruit. 

 

2. Access to His throne room by Prayer. Jesus teaches that God is a “good 

father who knows how to give good gifts to his children”, and James says, 

“we do not have because we do not ask”. And so we say: “Good God, our 

loving heavenly father, please open our eyes to see the privilege and the 

power of prayer! Amen.” 

 

3. God’s People who teach, encourage and pray for us. God saves people into 

a family of believers who bear one another's burdens and help one 

another grow as every member “speaks the truth in love”. We belong to a 

network of churches and organisations around the world that can also be 

used to build us up and encourage us.  

 

You grow by: 

 

 1. Renewing your mind by God's Word.  

2. Asking God to change you in accordance with God’s Word.  

3. And doing this with the support and encouragement of fellow 

believers, especially within the local church.
